Mistake to avoid: The Tribunal Constitucional is often confused with the Tribunal Supremo,

which is the highest judicial body but does not rule on constitutional matters.

Mistake to avoid: Many believe any citizen can challenge the constitutionality of a law, but only

Mistake to avoid: Many assume education starts at 3 or 5 years old, but compulsory

Mistake to avoid: Some test-takers confuse Autonomous Communities (17) with the total of

Mistake to avoid: People sometimes count autonomous communities instead of provinces

or mistakenly think there are 52 because of the two autonomous cities.

Mistake to avoid: Candidates often assume that Canary Islands cities like Las Palmas are

autonomous cities, but Ceuta and Melilla are Spain’s only autonomous cities.

Mistake to avoid: While Portugal borders Spain to the west, the country bordering Spain to

Mistake to avoid: Many people assume the National Day is Constitution Day (December 6) or
Epiphany (January 6), but October 12 (Dia de la Hispanidad) is the official national
holiday.

Mistake to avoid: Some candidates confuse Cervantes with other famous Spanish writers.

Mistake to avoid: Many believe the NIE (Numero de Identidad de Extranjero) proves Spanish

nationality, but it is only for foreign residents.

{4 b) La Tesoreria General de la Seguridad Social

c) El Congreso de los Diputados

Mistake to avoid: Some test-takers assume the Ministry of Justice handles social security

matters, but it is managed by the Tesoreria General de la Seguridad Social.

3. ¢Qué significa DNI?

Mistake to avoid: Candidates often misinterpret the acronym DNI, which stands for

Documento Nacional de Identidad, the national ID card in Spain.

Mistake to avoid: While weddings may take place at a town hall (ayuntamiento), the legal

Mistake to avoid: Many assume that tourists can stay for 30 or 180 days, but 90 days is the
